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My Pet's Identity Card – Teacher's Guide

Overview
In this activity students will prepare an identity card for their pet.

Level
Foundation (Grades 4 and 5)

Time 
One 45-minute lesson

Size
Individual or pairs

Students' Prior Knowledge
The students can ... 

... fill in missing information.

... write clearly.

Objectives
The students will be able to ... 

... complete a form.

... fill in specific information about a pet.

... print clearly.

... follow simple directions.

Procedure

Ask which students have pets at home. Discuss the different types of pets and how they take care of them.

Discuss what information can be found on an identity card or passport, for example, first name, last name, address (street, city, country, and postal code), age, hair color, height, weight. Ask the students if they know when and why a person needs an identity card or passport?

Give the students the activity My Pet's Identity Card.

If a student doesn't have a pet, ask the student to make up a pet they would like to have and fill out the card according to this activity.

Ask the students to add a picture of their pet to the identity card.

Display the finished cards on the classroom wall.

Presentation
Ask the students to describe their pets to the class according to their identity cards.

Play a guessing game. Photocopy the pictures of the pets from the identity cards. Ask the students to guess which identity cards match the pictures.
