Camping in the Negev Activity: Choosing a Campsite

A family with 3 children ages 9, 12, 15 are on holiday. They want to go camping in the Negev for two nights and three days. They  plan to take their dog. They want to sleep in an organized camping area. Help them plan their trip. 

Answer the following questions:

· Which campsite did you choose? 

· Where is it located?

· What type of accommodations does the site have? For example: guest house, tents, kitchen and bathroom.

· How much does it cost to stay there for three nights? If there is not price listed on the site, send an email to get this information.

· List at least 3 interesting places to visit near this campsite?

· Does the site say if you can you bring a dog or any other animal?

· How much it will cost there and back by car, train and/or bus?

· List what clothing and supplies they will need to take with them.

· Help them choose one hiking trip they can take. Explain: where the hike will start. 

· How long (kilometers) the hike will be.

· How much time the hike could take.

· What kind of terrain they will hike through (valley, hills...) 
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
